TALES OF ONE DOG AND TWO CATS

Foster caretakers—men and women who provide
temporary homes for APL dogs and cats—make
such a difference in an animal’s quality of life. Those
special volunteers save hundreds of lives each year by
bottle-feeding unweaned kittens, by giving young
puppies a good start on socialization, and by caring
for cats and dogs at every stage of life who need a
safe place to heal or just decompress away from the
bustle of the shelter.

Sometimes, though, when an animal does not
thrive in our shelter due to age, behaviors, or med-
ical issues, he or she may spend considerable time
in a foster home. Some stay permanently, though APL
maintains ownership and provides their veterinary
care, just as we do with temporary placements.

Currently among those animals in foster
homes for medical reasons are a pair of young

cats (Cattywampus and Captain Wobbleton)
awaiting adoption and an extraordinary dog
(Wigs) who became a permanent part of the
family. The two stories offer insight into the
motivations of foster caretakers and the satis-
faction they get in seeing their APL house-
mates flourish.

Worth the effort
When the last of their three black cats died

earlier this year, Jennifer and her family felt “a hole
in their lives.” They chose to fill it by fostering

cats for APL. Their first
fosters? A pair of loving
cats born with CH.

CH is short for cerebel-
lar hypoplasia, a neu-
rological disorder that
leaves cats with an
uncoordinated
gait characterized

Captain Wobbleton was
one of two one-year-old
male cats found as strays
and brought to APL;
shelter in August 2024.
A week later the pair

went to foster caretaker

Jennifer.

Cattywampus and bis feline friend Captain Wobbleton,
both born with CH, have gotten steadier on their feet in
their time at a foster home.

by wobbling and oftentimes head tremors. CH
kittens are born to mothers who suffered from
panleukopenia—a serious virus—during the kittens’
gestation, delaying the development of their cerebel-
lum, the part of the brain that controls movement.

The severity of symptoms varies from cat to cat,
and often some extra effort is needed for their care.
Fortunately, cats with CH are not in pain. They
have the same needs as other cats, are affection-
ate—some owners say more so than unaffected
cats—and make loving companions. Just ask
Jennifer’s son, who cuddles and plays with the
one-year-old cats named Cattywampus and
Captain Wobbleton.

In the short time in their foster home, the lit-
termates have gotten less wobbly with exercise, says
Jennifer. And although the cats have an area of their
own in the house, strategically placed rugs provide
the grip they need to reach the living room where
the sweet cats bask in attention in exchange for pets
and purrs.

There is no denying, though, that
Cattywampus and Captain Wobbleton are different
from other cats. In fact, that was their appeal to
Jennifer, who herself has a neuromuscular disorder.
The cats’” special condition, she says, “captured
my heart.”

Just ten days into fostering the handsome pair
of male cats, Jennifer has made no decision about
how long they will remain in the family’s home.
For now, the cats remain available for adoption. In
the meantime, Cattywampus and Captain
Wobbleton are living their best lives with a family
providing steady and loving care.

Wiggles turned into walking

Two veterinarians told Beth that her APL foster
dog—Wiggle Worm—would never walk. But
miraculously . . . unexpectedly . . . and against all
odds he did, almost a year after Beth took him in.

Beth took home the dog that she calls Wigs in
October 2022, after he had been transferred to

Miraculously, Wigs began walking in
late summer 2023. Walking soon
turned to running, and he is so
eager to run that its hard to

Unable to walk, the
W three-year-old moved
around by scooting
himself side to side, at
least when he wasn't
in the wagon that carried him around the grounds
for time in the sun and grass.

Officially, Wigs is considered a permanent
foster, with APL retaining ownership and providing
veterinary care. But there’s no doubt about who
owns his heart. Beth’s “ultimate goal” in taking
Wigs in was for him “to know love and what a fam-
ily is.” He’s had that in spades while living in a
household with adults, another dog, and a cat.

It was Labor Day weekend 2023 that Wigs
took his first tentative steps. But he quickly
assumed the waddling gait that makes it possible
to chase toys and run with other dogs. Although
Wigs struggles sometimes, says Beth, she quickly
learned that she would need to leash the once-
sedentary dog,.

“I don’t get it,” says Beth of the dog’s
miraculous turnaround. Beth is making the
most of the time she has with him. His two
favorite things, she says, are camping and eat-
ing—before describing his shameless appetite
for squeaker toys of every shape and size.

Now, in late September 2024, Beth
knows that Wigs's time with her will come to
an end in the not-too-distant future. His
joints are deteriorated, and he is on medicine
to dull his pain. Wigs also has a disease that
will eventually spread to his brain. It weighs
on Beth knowing that she will be the
one who decides when the bad days outnum-
ber the good.

In the meantime, Wigs cuddles on the
couch as he always has. He barks at people
in the alley, runs and plays, and enjoys a life
that was once unimaginable. In short, says
Beth, “He’s gotten to be a dog. That’s all we

EXECUTIVEDIRECTOR

APL working to keep animals in their homes

Every animal shelter is unique,
with challenges and triumphs
related to their location, funding,
and mission. But a recent study*
reminds us that APL deals with
many of the same issues shelters
are experiencing nationwide,
especially when it comes to keep-
ing pets with their owners.
Fortunately, thanks to donor sup-
port, we have programs to address
those challenges.

The return of animals to shel-
ters typically is due to a change in
owner circumstances or because
the dog or cat is experiencing
behavioral issues. Some owners,
for instance, are in financial straits
and, sadly, would give up their pet
to make sure it is fed. We've even
had reports of pet owners endan-
gering their own welfare by shar-
ing their own meals with their
animal companions. It’s enough
to break your heart. Thankfully,
APLs pet food bank, which is
stocked by animal-loving
donors, local stores, and recent-
ly, with grant funds, provides
the food that keeps pets and
owners together.

Free pet food isn’t the only
assistance we offer. APLs current
pet retention services include
providing limited medical care,
dog training, and strategies for

dealing with behavioral issues. |

people who can’t afford pets
shouldnt own them. Of course,
there are folks who do not exercise
good judgment or prioritize needs
over wants. But the fact is, lots of
the pet owners we assist did not
seek out their beloved pet, rather
the dog or cat found them. Their
desire to care for a homeless ani-
mal keeps it out of a shelter,
whether it’s a government-funded
animal control or a not-for-profit
like APLs, leaving room for ones
that have been abandoned and
receiving no care. Likewise, when
a dog needs shelter from the sum-
mer sun or winter cold, APL often
can provide a doghouse previously
donated to us.

What happens when an
owner can’t afford pet care or
qualify for CareCredit? Imagine
the owner’s feelings of helpless-
ness. When there’s nowhere else to

turn, APL may be able to treat
some—but not all—cats and dogs
with funds from the aforemen-
tioned granting organizations.

APL provides as much infor-
mation as we can about an ani-
mal’s background, likes/dislikes,
and personality quirks at the time
of adoption. But should a pets
behavior put him at risk for recurn
to the shelter, our staff can offer
advice and support to cat and
dog owners. We may recommend
a few lessons with a dog trainer
and, if the owner is motivated,
a free Good Pup scholarship that
puts them in touch with a
professional trainer.

APLs focus has always been
on the welfare of cats and dogs
in our care. Just as important,
though is providing care and sup-
port for their owners. Keeping
cats and dogs in their homes is
good for all involved.

A Tale of Two Sissys

“T t was the best of times, it was the worst of times,”
begins Charles Dickenss A Tale of Two Cities,
published in 1859. The same may be said of the lives
of two animals currently in APLs care: Sissy the dog
and Sissy the cat.

Both gals have spent time at an animal-control
facility and, each of them has, at one time, lived for
three years in an adopter’s home. Sadly, canine Sissy
was returned to us in January of this year, feline Sissy
in September.

Their return to APLs shelter has been especially
hard for them, particularly for the cat, who is having
digestive issues, most likely from stress. The dog, who
needs time to adjust to new faces and experiences,
has taken a few months to settle in. Staff report that
canine Sissy has grown more confident and affec-
tionate in recent months, while Sissy’s caretakers in
Cat Nook describe her as “friendly and affectionate.”

Based on their behaviors in the shelter, both
Sissys will do best in homes where there are no dogs
or children. Sissy the cat would appreciate an
adopter who understands that her playful nibbles are
not bites.

Though both animals are now middle-aged (the
dog was born in October 2019, the cat in February
2016), they have plenty of time for an adopter to

Staff members can’t say enough
good things about her. And the dog has a devoted
foster caretaker who, for the past nineteen months,
has regularly taken her home for two weeks at a time
to give her a break from shelter life.

Hanna has so much fun and is so well-
behaved in the car and on a leash that she is a
favorite in our Doggy Day Out program. Those
times out of the shelter give her the attention she
craves and the peace she needs to totally relax. No
need to change your lifestyle if you enjoy leisurely
walks and quiet evenings at home. And if you are

love and be loved by them. Sissy the dog is playful
and energetic. She delights in playing in water, tak-
ing leashed walks, and riding in cars. As thanks, the pit
bull terrier showers her caretakers with kisses and love.

Especially important to the Sissys’ permanent

happiness in a home is patience in transitioning
them to their new environments, with
far less time needed for the dog than
the cat. Keeping her in a small,
quiet room will be key to her set-
tling in.

Ae you 70.5 years of age or older? If so, you
are eligible to take advantage of Qualified

Charitable Distributions (QCDs) and donate up to
$100,000 per year to one or more charities like
Animal Protective League and save yourself the has-
sle of being pushed into a higher tax bracket caused
by required minimum distributions (RMDs).

If you have an Individual Retirement Account
(IRA), when you turn 73, you'll be required to start
taking out RMDs each year even if you don’t need
the money! This extra income can put you at risk
of losing or limiting your tax deductions, it can trig-
ger phaseouts and higher taxes on Social Security
income, and more.

e've had this sink-ing feeling before, triggered
by the failings of a faucet and basin, this
time in the dog kennels. Mind you, it’s not on the

e |evel of the Titantic disaster, because we've experi-
enced no casualties. Still, with cleanliness such an

important part of maintaining the health of dogs in
our care, a new, larger sink is pretty important.

The current sink gets a workout every day. The
faucet, which no longer functions properly, is used
to draw water to refresh drinking bowls, fill buckets
for cleaning, and wash dog dishes and toys. Staff
have found the existing sink too small to efficiently
clean the large dishes our dogs eat and drink from,

Meet Carmen, APL's

Carmen has been APLs volunteer coordinator
since June, yet she’s hardly a new employee.
Hired first in July 2022 as an office attendant in the
shelter, she moved on to assistant volunteer coordi-
nator for a year before assuming her present role.

As the typical first point of contact with new
volunteers, Carmen is responsible for familiarizing
them with the shelter, providing training, and help-
ing them find their niche.

(Volunteers who only work
events such as the rummage sale and chili supper are
not required to undergo training).

A prince of a dog needs a home

Eas doesnt mind being treated like royalty, but
what he most wants is a welcoming home. The
wagon that carries the not-yet-three-year-old dog
around APLs grounds is hardly Cleopatra’s barge,
but it does let people know that he’s very special.
And our staff loves him so much that what they most
want is for Lucas to leave.

Saying good-bye to Lucas would be sweet sor-
row for those at the shelter who shower him with
attention. He’s an easy dog to love, greeting his
favorite people with a smile or nose nudge and tail
wags. At the Illinois State Fair this past August he
could be found basking in the attention of drivers
who chose to park in our lot.

It’s only when Lucas is outside his wagon that he
needs assistance to help him live his best life.
Because of injuries to a front leg and his spine sus-
tained as a puppy, three-year-old Lucas can support
himself for only very short periods of time—not long
enough to get outdoors to relieve himself. But here’s
what he can do: hold it until he is taken outside, just
twice a day, say the people who care for him.

“How are you doing?” offering support that Carmen
says should more likely be asked of them.

The favorite part of the job for Carmen is work-
ing alongside volunteers. Although she likes being in
the office, special events provide opportunities to get
to know volunteers personally, to observe their
strengths, and to offer a listening ear for ideas
and concerns.

Finding time to relax can be a challenge for
Carmen, who has a ten-month-old son. Relaxing
with a crossword puzzle is a treat.

What about the future? When hired more than
two years ago, Carmen admits, “I didn’t know how
long I would stay.” But now, she says, “I can’t imag-
ine when I wouldn’t be here.”

Here’s what else he can do: offer
unconditional love. You'll see it in his
bright, adoring eyes and as he wiggles
(and sometimes takes a couple of steps)
toward you when you enter a room.

Lucas doesn’t need a servant—just
someone who is willing and able to give
him all the love and support he deserves. |
And though a permanent home in your
kingdom would be ideal, we know that
Lucas would adore whoever takes him
in for even a couple of months.

Kitten and the people who love him are

breathing much easier

e appeared perfectly normal at first glance.
Outwardly, he looked fine, but his insides
were jumbled in a way that spelled trouble.

Little Foot, a six-week-old tabby, was suffering
from a diaphragmatic hernia—a life-threatening
hole in the diaphragm that allows organs from the
abdominal cavity to leak into the chest. Little Foots
lungs were being compressed, making it difficult to
breathe. His condition would only worsen, and
surgery was the only option to save his life.

We knew that the cost of the surgery was
beyond what we could afford without jeopardizing
the care of other animals in our shelter. And Little
Foot would need a surgeon experienced with the
delicate operation. In late August, APL turned to
social media to raise money needed to cover surgical
costs at the University of Illinois’ Veterinary
Teaching Hospital. Donations were accepted at our
shelter as well as the Cat Café and Coble Sangamon
(both in Springfield). Half of the funds were raised
in just days, and by mid-September the surgery was
fully funded!

Little Foot’s surgery on September 26 was more
extensive than expected. The surgeon found a larg-
er-than-expected hole in the kitten’s diaphragm as
well as an unexpected second hole stretching from
the diaphragm to his heart. Occupying the space
that normally would surround a healthy lung (Little
Foot’s had collapsed) was his entire stomach and
small intestine, spleen, and liver.

The surgery was successful, and everyone
breathed a sigh of relief, especially Brooke,

to adopt him. Healing is now

the number one priority. Sedatives were prescribed
to keep him calm for a couple of weeks and a cone
to keep him from bothering his stitches. Typically,
full recovery takes about six weeks.

Six weeks is a long time for a kitten that young,
but it’s nothing compared to the years of good
health that lie ahead. Generous people have made
that possible.
